City of Grand Junction was first incorporated in 1882. From 1882 to
1909 law enforcement was the form of Mesa County Sheriffs 0ffice and
town marshall for the city. City (town) worked under a town '"board
of trustees". In 1909, the commisssion form of government was
established, and the city changed from it’s chief law enforcement
office being a marshall to a chief of police. Then, in 1921, city
changed again, this time to a mayor-council form and there have been
a total of eight (8) chiefs of police since that time to 1976«
